John Hunt Udall was born August 23, 1889 in Snowflake, Arizona.  He is the son 
of David King Udall and Ida Frances (Hunt) Udall, the brother of Jesse Addison 
Udall and Don Taylor Udall and half-brother to Levi S. Udall.   

John was elected Clerk of the Apache County Superior Court in 1915.  He was 
later elected Mayor of Phoenix, Arizona and served in that office from 1936 to 
1938.  He also served as a Judge and was narrowly defeated as a candidate for 
U.S. congress in 1948.

Levi Stewart Udall was born January 20, 1891 in St. Johns, Arizona.  He is the 
son of David King Udall and Eliza Stewart Udall and brother of past Chief 
Justice of the Arizona Supreme Court, Jesse A. Udall.   

For twenty-eight years, Levi served in the Apache County Courthouse in various 
public service positions including:  Clerk of the Board of Supervisors (1915-
1918); Clerk of the Superior Court (1919-1922); in 1922 he was admitted to the 
Arizona State Bar, was County Attorney for two terms (1923-1924 and 1927-
1928); and Judge of the Apache County Superior Court (1931-1946).  In January 
1947, Levi was elected as Judge of the Supreme Court of Arizona, a position he 
held until his death on May 30, 1960 in Wickenburg, Arizona.  

His Legacy: 

Å His son Stewart Udall, was a U.S. Congressman from Arizona, and U.S. 
Secretary of the Interior.  

Å His son, Mo Udall, was a U.S. Congressman for 30 years, and a candidate 
for President of the United States in 1976.  

Å His grandson, Mark Udall, is a U.S. Senator from Colorado and was a U.S. 
Congressman from 1999 to 2008.  

Å His grandson, Tom Udall, is a U.S. Senator from New Mexico and was a 
U.S. Congressman from 1999 to 2008.

Eugene C. Naegle Sr. was born in Concho, AZ on April 1, 1894, is a son of Casper 
C. and Helena Naegle and married Cuba Judd of Alpine, Arizona on August 10, 
1920.   

He attended the Concho public schools and St. Johns Academy and in 1916 
engaged in the cattle business.  In 1917 he enlisted in the One Hundred and 
Fifty-Eighth Regiment U.S. Infantry, Fortieth Division.  He was ordered overseas 
on August 11, 1918, saw active service in France and was mustered out with 
the rank of Wagoner on July 31, 1919. 

Å He then resumed his former interest as a farmer and cattleman to which 
he devoted his attention until 1921 when he established a meat market in 
St. Johns, AZ.  

Å In 1926 he was elected to the office of Clerk of the Apache County 
Superior Court.  After he left office, he was often called back to assist and 
was always happy to help as he enjoyed his work there.
