Continued review of LEPC By-Laws, and discussion about LEPC principal officer
terms of service and subcommittee membership, leadership, roles and operations

The subcommittee identified recommendations for incorporation into the LEPC By-Laws, as
follows:

LEPC Officers

e Terms of service should be two-years.
e \Written notice of resignation is necessary when a term will not be concluded.

Subcommittees

e Standing subcommittees are established and eliminated by the LEPC. Ad hoc
subcommittees may be discontinued without an LEPC vote once the specific task has
been completed.

e Subcommittee officers may be selected either by the LEPC or by subcommittee
members.

e Subcommittee officers selected by the LEPC should submit a letter to the LEPC in
order to resign.

e A subcommittee chairperson is necessary. Other subcommittee officers may be
appointed as needed.

e Any LEPC voting member may volunteer to serve on subcommittees.

e Non-LEPC voting members may serve on subcommittees by vote of the
subcommittee members. These decisions should be noted in the minutes.



e LEPC Subcommittees consist of at least three (3) members. A specified maximum
number of members isn’t necessary.

e A Subcommittee quorum consists of two (2) or more subcommittee members.

e Subcommittees vote on recommendations for approval by the LEPC. Subcommittee
recommendations are established by majority vote of members present.

e The By-Laws should state that subcommittee meetings will be posted and held in
accordance with open meeting law.

A revised, redline/strikeout version of the By-Laws will be prepared for review by the LEPC
Chairperson and Vice Chairperson, in advance of the February 18, 2010 LEPC meeting.
